What to Wear

What you wear is just as important as what you learn. Why? Safety is
the biggest factor, and we want all of our athletes safe while using
equipment.

Hair must be securely tied back. You should have proper gymnastics
attire-- a bodysuit, or shorts and a form fitting top. Remember--
Overly loose clothing can get caught on the equipment and hinder
movement.
While at the gym, it is best to be in bare feet to provide a safe grip on
equipment.

NO jewelry should be worn during class, this includes anything on your
wrist that may get caught in equipment.

Class/Level Adjustment
